1.) Quinn got 85% of the questions correct on his exam. If the exam had 70 questions on it, how many questions did Quinn get correct?

2.) You and your friends went out for dinner at Chilli’s, and dinner cost $74.95. If you leave a 20% tip, how much did you and your friends pay altogether for dinner including tip?

3.) John’s flight to Chicago cost $199.99. John has to pay 7% sales tax. How much will the flight cost John including sales tax?

4.) Scott made 94% of his foul shots this season. If he attempted 87 shots, how many shits did Scott make?

5.) Jane has her money in a savings account at the Bank of America. A savings account at the Bank of America earns 3.3% interest each month. If Jane has $3,220 in her account, how much will her account earn in interest this month?

Solve each word problems using the “Working Backwards” strategy. Show all work!
6.) Leon wanted to know the age of a black bear at the zoo. The zoo keeper told Leon that if he added 10 years to the age of the bear and then doubled it, the bear would be 90 years old. How old is the bear?
7.) Mrs. Stone opened a box of cookies and used half of them in her children’s lunches. Later, Mrs. Stone and her neighbor each ate 2 cookies. When Mr. Stone got home from work he ate the last 3 cookies. How many cookies were in the box originally?

8.) Judy found an old plank on the beach. She cut off 12 centimeters where the plank was broken. Then she cut the remaining plank into 3 equal pieces. Each piece is now 20 centimeters long. How long was the plank she found on the beach?
9.) Steven has $2.25 at the end of the day. Half of the money he had when he left home this morning was spent on lunch. He lent Christina $1.50 after lunch. How much money did Steven start with this morning?

10.) During the month of June, Sheila deposited $385 into her checking account, wrote checks for $98, and $617, and was charged $14 for new checks. If her balance at the end of the month of June was $899, what was her balance at the beginning of the month?
