1.) Joan exercises for 30 minutes each morning, then spends a 45 minutes getting ready for school. She jogs 15 minutes to Starbucks where she spends 10 minutes eating breakfast. She walks two minutes to the bus and rides 20 minutes to school. If the bus arrives at school at exactly 9:00 AM what is the latest Joan must wake up?

2.) During the month of June, Sheila deposited $485 into her checking account, wrote checks for $118, and $77, and was charged $14 for new checks. If her balance at the end of the month of June was $649, what was her balance at the beginning of the month?

3.) Dylan added four to his age, divided the result by 3, subtracted 7, and then multiplied by 5. The result was 20. How old is Dylan?
4.) Mark found an old plank on the beach. He cut off 10 centimeters where the plank was broken. Then he cut the remaining plank into 3 equal pieces. Each piece is now 15 centimeters long. How long was the plank he found on the beach?

5.) Laura has $5.25 at the end of the day. Half of the money she had when he left home this morning was spent on lunch. She lent Christina $2.10 after lunch. How much money did Laura start with this morning?

6.) Johnny purchased an Xbox 360 for $299.99 using money he received as gifts, and earned working cutting and raking lawns. He had birthday gifts of $40.00 from his uncle, and 50.00 from his grandparents. How much money did Johnny earn cutting and raking lawns until he had enough money to pay for the Xbox?

7.) On Monday afternoon, the price of the Apple stock rose four points. On Tuesday, the price fell three points, but on Wednesday and Thursday it rose 2 points each day. On Friday the stock lost one point to close at 43. What was the price of the stock on Monday morning?
8.) Mrs. Jones opened a box of cookies and used half of them in her children’s lunches. Later, Mrs. Stone and her neighbor each ate 4 cookies. When Mr. Stone got home from work he ate 4 cookies, leaving 6 left in the box. How many cookies were in the box originally?

9.) Heather loves roses. In her rose garden she has half as many pink roses as red, and four times as many red ones as white. There are 32 roses that are either yellow or white. Twenty are yellow. How many roses are in Heather’s garden altogether?

10.) If a + b = 16, b + c = 11, and c + d = 4, find the value of a if d = 3.
